Classroom Policy and Expectations – 2019 - 2020
Health Science Technology - Hudson High School
Welcome to Health Science Technology at Hudson High School.  I am looking forward to a productive and successful year.  Basic understanding of guidelines for classroom behavior will help avoid confusion and ensure a successful year.  

Expectations:
1. Arrive on time. HST students are dismissed 2 minutes before the dismissal bell and counted tardy 2 minutes after the tardy bell rings.

2. Be prepared for class. You will need paper and pen/pencil every day!
3. Respect others at all times. This includes the property and time of all students in the class.

4. Equipment, supplies, and textbooks in the classroom are to be handled with care.
5. All make-up, grooming, and bathroom needs are to be taken care of BEFORE you enter the classroom.
a. If you miss a bell ringer assignment due to poor time management skills, I move on without you. 

b. 2 bathroom passes are provided. If they are not present, students are to wait for their return.

c. Students will be treated as mature young adults and should use their judgment for emergencies.
6. No food or drink will be allowed in the classroom. (Water bottles are acceptable in the classroom only.)
7. Anything on Ms. Stanford’s desk belongs to her. Do not remove anything without permission.
8. All HHS dress code policies will be enforced. 
9. Personal digital devices must be off and out of sight. Absolutely NO texting or calling will be allowed. The front office has a phone for your use. This will be strongly enforced.  ZERO TOLERANCE. Students MAY NOT charge their devices in the classroom. If I see a device, I will pick it up with no questions asked. Refusal to follow this policy will result in an office referral. 
10. Remain seated in the classroom until you are dismissed. Clean up after yourself (paper belongs in the trash and chairs are to be pushed in). I will dismiss you, not the bell. 
Consequences:

1. Warning.
2. Loss of privilege, seating change, or other appropriate discipline.
3. Parent contact/conference.
4. Office referral.
5. Severe disruptions or threat of harm to self or others will result in immediate office referral.

Assignments:
1. All assignments will be given as classroom work (with a few exceptions).  Homework will only be on the basis of work not completed in class or make-up due to an absence.

2. Class books will be issued in the form a an e-book or possibly a textbook. No classroom books are to be removed with out teacher approval.
3. Assignments not completed due to an absence must be made up.  It is your responsibility to obtain the assignments, notes and establish a due date the next attended class. I will NOT follow students around reminding them they have a missed assignment; this is their adult responsibility.
4. Assignments are late if not turned in at the beginning of the period on the day they are due.  If turned in by the next class period, a maximum of 70% will be given.  No work will be accepted after that.  Missed assignments will be given due dates on an individual basis. Not all assignments qualify to be turned in late.
